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C
hairmen of Local 
Government and 
Loca l  Counc i l  

Development Areas in 
Lagos have called on 
Gove rno r  Baba j i de  
Sanwo-Olu for mutual 
understanding on the 
demolition of illegal 
shops across the state.
Sanwo-Olu threatened to 
e m b a r k  o n  t h e  
demolition early January 
when he advised the 
local authorities to stop 
breaking the state's 
infrastructural law with 
their  indiscr iminate 
building of shops and 
allowing extension of 
stores without lawful 
building process.   
Echonews gathers that 
one of the ways the local 
governments generate 
internal revenue is 
through building and 
renting out shops and 
space for traders but 
many of these do not 
follow due process.
Following the enactment 
of the Land Use Act, the 
local government is 
limited to tenement as 

one of its main sources of 
revenue, which to many 
of the local authorities is 
not enough to run their 
domains.
Investigation revealed 
that many of them did 
not want the state 
government to demolish 
t h e  s h o p s ,  t h e  
extensions, the kiosks 
a n d  c o n t a i n e r i z e d  
makeshift stores in their 
local government areas 
because they derive 
revenue from them. 
While the chairmen will 
not want to hinder the 
state government from 
c a r r y i n g  o u t  t h e  
demolition exercise, they 
have a reservation about 
how the state officials 
had been going about it 
in the past.
T h e  C h a i r m a n  o f  
S u r u l e r e  L o c a l  
Go v e r nmen t ,  Hon .  
Sulaiman Yusuf and his 
counterpart in Orile 
Agege  LCDA ,  Hon  
Babatunde called for 
mutual partnership and 
respect between the state 
government, LGA and 
LCDA.
To them, the state 

government agencies 
cannot just visit local 
government to demolish 
s t r u c t u r e s  w i t hou t  
ca r r y ing  the  l o ca l  
authority along.
“The State Government 
officials cannot work in 
isolation and therefore 
Lo c a l  G o v e r n m e n t  
officials should be carried 
along in their activities at 
the local level. 
However, the Lagos State 
Government, through the 
State Building Control 
Agency (LASBCA), has 
charged government at 
the grassroots level 
across the state to adhere 
strictly to building codes 
and approval processes 
in the built environment.
The Special Adviser to 
the Lagos State Governor 
on e-GIS and Urban 
Development, Dr. Olajide 
Babatunde gave the 
charge, saying most of 
t he  cha i rmen  had  
refused to adhere with 
building codes and 
approval processes. 
Babatunde noted that 
Local Governments are 
closest to the people and 
are in a better position to 

educate and enlighten 
the masses at the 
grassroots on the best 
ways and manners to 
utilize the environment. 
He called on Local 
Government Chairmen to 
obey building code 
regulations and shun the 

practice of jumping 
approval processes in 
constructing shops and 
offices in their locality. 
“We must go back to the 
basics and as the 
government closest to 
the grassroots, you are to 
en su r e  t h a t  b a s i c  
minimal standards are 
maintained to mitigate 
the effect of building 
indiscriminately on the 
en v i r o nmen t ' ' ,  t h e  
Special Adviser stated. 
He further disclosed that 
consti tutionally, the 
management of all land 
in the urban space is 
vested in the State 
G o v e r n m e n t  a n d  
t h e r e f o r e  L o c a l  
Government should 
ensure that approval 
process to utilize the land 
and spaces within their 
domain are granted by 
agents of the State 
Government for proper 
planning and progressive 
society. 
In the same vein, the the 
General Manager of 
Lagos State Building 
C o n t r o l  A u t h o r i t y,  
LASBCA, Arc. Gbolahan 
O k i  l a m e n t e d  t h e  
indiscriminate extension 
of market stalls in the 
State by traders and 

builders while local 
authorities had failed to 
stem the culture.
O k i  s t r e s s e d  t h e  
importance of looking 
into planning which 
starts from the grassroots 
level and harped on the 
need to change the 
present narrative where 
Local Government grants 
approvals to build lock-
u p  s h o p s  
indiscriminately without 
recourse to state building 
approval processes. 
H e  e x p r e s s e d  t h e  
government's concern 
about the indiscriminate 
and unplanned erection 
of buildings and shops at 
the loca l  leve l  by 
developers in connivance 
w i t h  s o m e  l o c a l  
government officials 
without following laid-
down regulations and 
approval processes. 
Oki called on the Local 
Government Chairmen to 
implore owners of shops 
and market stalls in their 
localities to remove all 
illegal extensions and 
makeshift attachments 
built on their shops as 
LASBCA is ready to carry 
out the directives of Mr. 
Governor on the removal 
of attachments and 
extensions to buildings. 

Kunle Awosiyan
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Sanwo-Olu had earlier 

given the illegal shop 

owners across the state till 

May to remove the 

structures after LASBCA 

had met with the affected 

local government areas. 

Whi le  some of  the 

chairmen sensitized their 

residents on the need to 

remove some structures, a 

few of the chairmen had 

been adamant, a source 

told Echonews, adding 

that they were not ready to 

let go the money they 

make from the illegal 

structures.

Sensing that some local 

government authorities 

are not ready to yield, the 

state government through 

the Lagos State Building 

Control Agency, LASBCA, 

has extended the deadline 

for the demolition of illegal 

structures in some parts of 

Lagos market to July 31.

LASBCA boss Oki said 

that the exercise would 

begin at Oshodi Market, 

O s h o d i - I s o l o  Lo c a l  

Council Development 

Area as the government is 

r e a d y  t o  b r i n g  

environmental sanity to all 

nooks and crannies of the 

L a g o s  m a r k e t s  b y  

checking the i l legal 

activities of shops and 

plaza owners who violate 

the physical planning 

laws of the State. 

He said no amount of 

r e s i s t a n c e  a n d  

i n t i m i d a t i o n  b y  

miscreants or ethnic 

c o l o u r a t i o n  pu t  i n  

blackmailing the state 

from doing the needful 

can make the State 

Government go back on its 

resolve to clean up the 

entire Lagos market of 

e x t e n s i o n s  a n d  

attachments. 

He decried the nuisance 

consti tuted by shop 

owners who are in the 

habit of constructing 

a t t a c h m e n t s  a n d  

extensions to display their 

wares and goods on 

walkways and roads 

thereby obstructing the 

smooth flow of vehicular 

a n d  h u m a n  t r a f f i c  

e s p e c i a l l y  d u r i n g  

emergencies.  

O k i  r e i t e r a t e d  t h e  

a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s  

unwavering commitment 

to clearing the right of way 

in all markets across the 

state, noting, “Clearing of 

the right of way is a 

standing order by the 

Governor and there's no 

going back until the right 

of way is clear in all 

markets across the state.”

H o w e v e r ,  w h e n  

Echonews visited some of 

the traders, they described 

the state government's 

plan as a political move to 

send some of them out of 

the shops. “I pay to the 

local government people 

everyday but now the 

local government who had 

been collecting my money 

could not save me from 

losing my shop,” one of 

the traders who was afraid 

to mention his name said.

Asked why she had not 

removed her store, which 

is clearly blocking the 

walkway, another trader 

within Oshodi said that 

only her landlord could do 

such and that she had 

a le r ted h im o f  the 

government's threat but 

he had refused to take 

action.

“I think he knows people 

at the local government 

who are still backing him 

to relax. But the chairman 

himself has visited us that 

some extensions and 

buildings may go down,” 

she said. 

Reacting, the Chairman of 

Oshod i / I s o l o  LCDA,  

Otunba Kehinde Almaroof 

Oloyede, said that he had 

warned those with illegal 

extension to remove it to 

avoid forceful removal.

Speaking, the Iyaloja of 

Oshodi Market, Alhaja 

Risikat, said that she had 

held several meetings 

with the traders as she 

e x p r e s s e d  h e r  

appreciation for the grace 

period provided by the 

government assuring that 

the traders would adhere 

to the deadline and 

remove the extensions 

and attachments by 

themselves. 

Recall that the Lagos State 

Building Control Agency 

removed shops built on 

roads and setbacks within 

the Lagos Island Business 

District a few months ago.

The Commissioner for 

Physical Planning and 

Urban Development, Dr 

Oluyinka Olumide, said 

the removal of  illegal 

shops built on access 

points leading to high-rise 

buildings,was in line with 

the mega city status as 

e n v i s a g e d  b y  M r.  

Governor.

He said, “Makeshift shops 

have no place in the 

THEMES+ agenda of Mr 

Governor and therefore 

are not allowed anymore 

i n  ma rke t s  a s  t he  

government has provided 

des ignated markets,  

shops, and outlets for 

t raders to do the i r  

business instead of  

coming onto the roads.  

All corridors leading to 

c o m m e r c i a l  a n d  

res ident ia l  h igh-r ise 

buildings across the state 

have to be cleared to allow 

for emergency services at 

all times”.

According to Physical 

Planning Permit Laws and 

Regulations of  Lagos 

State 2019 as amended it 

prescribes the revocation 

of a Planning Permit, to 

which the Developer has 

developed more than the 

approval granted and has 

modified, altered, or 

added to the development 

w i t h o u t  o b t a i n i n g  

statutory documentation 

f rom the approv ing 

office.The State Physical 

P l a n n i n g  P e r m i t  

Regulations, 2019, under 

the Lagos State Urban and 

Regional Planning and 

Development Law, Cap 

U2 of 2015, it is illegal to 

carry out  renovation 

w i t h o u t  a  p e r m i t .   

Specifically, Section 5 

(A.1) of the regulations 

c l ea r l y  s t a t es ,  “No  

b u i l d i n g  s h a l l  b e  

renovated in the State 

without a renovation 

permit granted by the 

Authority.” To provide 

further clarity, here is how 

the Lagos State Physical 

P l a n n i n g  P e r m i t  

Regu la t i ons ,  2019,  

de f i ne s  r enova t i on:  

“Renovation” means any 

act done to cause an 

i m p r o v e m e n t  t o  a  

building’s beauty, and 

shall include changing of 

windows and doors, re-

plastering, reroofing, 

replacements of floor 

coverings, recladding, 

re t i l ing ,  k i t chen o r  

bathroom remodelling, 

plumbing works, electrical 

works, and does not 

include carrying out of 

structural improvement or 

changes to the building.” 

This means that Lagos 

residents must obtain a 

renovation permit from 

LASPPPA before re-

plastering their buildings, 

changing windows and 

d o o r s ,  r e r o o f i n g ,  

remodelling kitchens or 

bathrooms, or carrying out 

plumbing and electrical 

w o r k s  o n  e x i s t i n g  

structures. Failing to do so 

would contravene the 

Lagos State Physical 

P l a n n i n g  P e r m i t  

Regulations, 2019.

He emphasised the 
i m p o r t a n c e  o f  
d i s p l a y i n g  t h e  
NAFDAC Registration 
N u m b e r  o f  a l l  
products to ascertain 
that the products 
h a v e  u nd e r g on e  

regulatory approval, 
a d d i n g  t h a t  
manufacturing and 
expiration dates must 
be conspicuously 
displayed on every 
product to provide 
t r anspa r ency  on  
product shelf life.
Solebo informed that 
the Manufacturer's 
Address must also be 
included on products 
at all supermarkets in 
the State to facilitate 
t r a c eab i l i t y  and  
accountability. He 
warned that failure to 
comply with these 
regulations will result 
in immediate closure 
o f  t h e  a f f e c t e d  
supe rmarke t s  o r  

stores.
The General Manager 
maintained that the

Curtailing Cholera: LASCOPA Urges Supermarkets
To Comply With Essential Product Information  
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LASEPA Warns Residents 
Against Contaminated Water   

A
s part of the 
measures to 
con ta in  the  

r i s i n g  c a s e s  o f  
c o m m u n i c a b l e  
cholera disease in the 
State, the Lagos State 
Gove rnmen t  has  
warned the public 
aga ins t  d r i nk ing  
con tamina ted  o r  
untreated water in 
their neighbourhood 
while ensuring that 
foods are prepared 
with proper hygiene. 
General Manager, 
L a g o s  S t a t e  
E n v i r o n m e n t a l  
Protection  Agency 
(LASEPA), Dr. Tunde 
Ajayi, who gave the 
w a r n i n g  w h i l e  
updating Lagosians 
on the efforts made by 
the agency to contain 
a further spread of the 
disease, added that a 
team of experts from 
the LASEPA's ISO 
certified laboratory 
have been working 
with other relevant 
government agencies 
like the Ministry of 
Health, Environment, 
P u b l i c  H e a l t h  
Emergency Operation  
Centre, NGOs and 
other bodies to bring 
the  s i tua t ion  to  
normal. 
Ajayi disclosed further 
that the result of the 
laboratory analysis for 
the sampled waters in 
some areas visited by 
LASEPA laboratory 
team including Odi-
O l o w o ,  M u s h i n  
Kosofe and Lagos 
Is land LG areas 
indicated that most 
water in those areas 
are contaminated, as 
t h e y  c o n t a i n e d  
substances that made 
them  not safe to 
drink. 
In the laboratory 
analysis presented by 
Ajayi, who is also a 
professional Medical 
Doctor, revealed that 
three households and 
o n e  C o m m u n i t y  
b o r e h o l e  w e r e  
sampled in Odi-
Olowo and Kosofe LG 
areas of the State on 
the 13th June, but the 
results were not 
satisfactory. 
According to him, the 

four borehole water 
sampled in the areas 
have low PH, high 
n i t r a t e s  a n d  
cadmium, rendering 
their water unsafe for 
human health. Ajayi 
stated further that two 
of the tested borehole 
wa t e r  had  h i gh  
salinity while one of 
them was considered 
unsafe due to high 
presence of microbial 
count and  coliforms 
Speaking further, the 
General Manager, 
who disclosed that 
the team visited 
Kosofe LG area again 
on the 19th June for 
more water sampling 
b e c a u s e  o f  t h e  
increasing cases of 
the outbreak, noted 
that out of the seven 
w a t e r  s a m p l e s   
collected including 
ino sachet water,  
t h r ee  househo ld  
boreholes, one cart 
pusher's keg and one 
t rea ted  boreho le  
water belonging to the 
agency, four out of the 
seven sampled water 
were not satisfactory 
due to high presence 
of microbial count 
and coliforms.
He added that only 
the two sachet water 
and the agency's 
b o r e h o l e  w a t e r  

sampled as control 
w e r e  t e s t e d  
satisfactory and good 
to drink. 
During the visit of the 
team to Lagos Island 
LG area on the 14th 
June, the LASEPA 
boss disclosed that all 
the four households 
and one t reated 
boreholes sampled 
were unsafe for drink, 
due to low PH values, 
the re  i s  a l so  a  
presence of cadmium 
and high hardness. 
He added that three of 
the sampled water 
from the area, also 
had high alkalinity 
and chloride, while 
two other samples 
had high values of 
n i t r a t e s  a n d  
manganese and one 
sample had Total 
D isso lved  So l ids  
(TDS).
A j a y i  t h e r e f o r e  
w a r n e d  t h o s e  
patronizing water cart 
pushers, supplying 
water in Jerry cans to 
households to desist, 
noting that few of 
those jerr y cans 
b r o u g h t  t o  t h e  
laboratory for test 
indicated that some of 
those kegs have not 
been washed in  
recent time,  thus 
rendering them not 

safe enough to fetch 
drinking water.  
The General Manager 
a l so  f rowned a t  
u n s a n i t a r y  
behaviours of some 
water retail outlets 
who sold water to 
u n s u s p e c t e d  
members of public 
under unhygienic 
conditions and noted 
that water reservoirs 
u s e d  b y  m a n y  
b o r e h o l e  w a t e r  
outlets visited were 
dirty and unkept, 
rendering the water 
stored in them not 
safe for drinking. 
He said, “To prevent 
res idents  o f  the 
affected areas from 
continuing  drinking 
contaminated water, 
L a g o s  S t a t e  
Government has, in 
the interim, provided 
water in Tankers 
through the Lagos 
S t a t e  W a t e r  
Corporation, while 
t h o s e  a f f e c t e d  
boreholes would be 
cordoned of f  for 
treatment  by the 
State government".
"Once we analyze the 
samples again and 
t h e  r e s u l t s  a r e  
sa t i s f ac to r y,  the  
boreholes will be 
open for use". Ajayi 
stated.

In his words: “Please 

ensure you use your 

s u n s c r e e n  l o t i o n ,  

umbre l las ,  and be 

adequately clothed to 

keep your skin away from 

the sun. It is also 

important that you seek 

medical intervention 

early enough by keeping 

your appointment with a 

dermatologist every 90 

days to detect any 

abnormalities with the 

skin on time”.

He added that the theme
