Medical expert explains factors causing recurrent miscarriage

Senior Medical Officer
at the Lagos State
Maternal and Child

Center, Amuwo Odofin, Dr.
Wale Farayola has said that
exaggerated care, using drugs
on self-prescription as well as
infection are some of the
factors causing recurrent
miscarriage among some
women.

The medical expert explained
that about 12 to 20 per cent of
pregnancies end in
spontaneous miscarriages.
According to him,

approximately 50 per cent of
miscarriages occurring early in
the first three months of
pregnancy is associated with
chromosomal abnormality
warning women to be more
cautious during pregnancy.
Giving the warning at a medical
outreach organised by Estate
Youth Parliament (EYP),
Ejigbo, Dr. Farayola
explained that having a
recurrent miscarriage would
not only cause damage to the
body system but can also affect
the patient psychologically and
lead to certain mental
abnormalitiesinwomen.

He said: "A spontaneous

abortion is a consecutive loss
of 3 or more foetuses due to
chromosomal abnormality,
cervical incompetence,
antiphospholipid syndrome,
uterine anomaly and many
more.

"Awoman can also experience
septic abortion associated with
clinical evidence of infection of
the uterus or womb while
others would have consumed
cytotoxic drugs that can
damage theirwombs.

“In any case of threatened,
incomplete or inevitable
miscarriage depending on
whichever one a patient
experience, a proper pelvic

ultrasound scan should be
carried out on the patient and
prescribed drugs should be
carefully consumed. It is
pathetic that many women's
thinking is to cover up the
shame of abortion without
giving themselves the
opportunity to be treated in a
more advanced method
despite our present level of
exposure,” he said.

He, therefore, encouraged
women to do a comprehensive
medical checkup before
attempting pregnancy as they
might have been infected
earlier.

APC, PDP lock horns ahead
of July 24 council polls

ollowing the release of
Fthe election timetable by

the Lagos State
Independent Electoral
Committee (LASIEC), the
ruling All Progressives
Congress (APC) and the major
opposition party, the Peoples
Democratic Party (PDP) are
already throwing brickbats
ahead of the July 24 council
polls.
While waiting for guidelines to
conduct primaries for their
aspirants, the APC Chairman in
Isolo LCDA, Barr. Gani Bello
told ECHONEWS that there is
no automatic ticket for any
aspirant.
He maintained that all aspirants
would go for primaries and the
party would fully support
anyone who emerges as the
party's candidate
He said: "In APC, we give the
party back to the people, itis the
people that will choose with
transparency. So, the people
must be ready to choose their
representatives after four
years. There's no automatic
ticket. The serving councillors
who have done only one term
are entitled to seek re-election.
Everybody will go through the
primaries. That's the essence
of democracy, give the party
back to the people.”
He also boasted that the
opposition party, PDP cannot
win any political seat in the
community base on his party's
preparedness for victory.

Reacting, the PDP Chairman
in  Oshodi-Isolo LGA, Hon.
Sunday Olaifa claimed that his
party is gaining momentum on
daily basis which, he said, is an
indication of victory at the polls,
stressing that PDP will field
consummate candidates for all
the 26 elective posts in the
LGA.

His words: "Concerning the
just released election
timetable, it is a welcomed
development in the sense that
political parties will now have a
direction on what to do. We
now know how to prioritise
event in terms of getting ready
for the election. But one would
have loved it if the
chairmanship is not more than
N50,000, vice chairmanship
N30,000 and councillorship

N20,000 as against what was
announced by LASIEC but by
and large, it is a welcome
development.

(LAWMA) hasinsisted that
residents should patronise the
government coordinated waste
managers - private sector
participants (PSPs) rather than
the cart pushers to keep the
environment cleaner.
The agency stated that the
proper way to keep the
environment clean and hygienic
is to dispose refuse through
government-approved
channels.
Speaking to ECHONEWS, the
LAWMA Street Captain
Coordinator in Oshodi-Isolo,
Mrs. Oreofe Oniyide, said
LAWMA as a body is responsible
for managing waste generated in
Lagos state through waste
collection, transportation and
disposal that has been duly
structured right from the onset.
According to her, Ejigho has
been strictly monitored by the

Speaking about the letter, Osolo
explained that it confirmed that
Isolo kingdom and the entire
chiefs-in-council as well as
political stakeholders and ethnic
leaders have thrown their weight

agency in the last few years as
one of the communities where
people still patronise cart
pushers, polluting the
environment with refuse.

She said: "Our duty is to go
round and ensure strict
compliance to government
directive on waste disposal
within  Oshodi-Isolo. Over the
years, we have noticed that
residents do not patronise PSP
but cart pushers whereas, they
spend more by patronising the
cart pusher While the cart
pushers charge per service, PSP
charges monthly irrespective of
the volume of their refuse
collected throughout the month
and they are issued payment
receipts. We keep educating
residents that the receipt can be
used for many things because it
is recognised everywhere.

Terrorists are not Muslims, Sheikh Zuglool insists

Sheikh Is-haq Zuglool, has called
on Nigerians to desist from
ascribing terrorism to Islamic
religion, insisting that terrorists
are not Muslims.
Sheikh Zuglool made the call
during the public Ramadan
lecture organised by the Muslim
Community of Low-Cost Housing
Estate, Ejigho.
While giving a lecture on the topic
‘Terrorism: Islamic Point of View',
the Islamic scholar absolved
Muslims of terrorism as he
strongly condemned the act,
saying anybody who involves in
terrorism s anti-Islam.
Sheikh Zuglool said there is a

need for the Islamic scholars to
continuously enlighten the
Muslims and the non-Muslims as
well on the teachings of Islam
which preach and promote
peace in the society, to correct
the wrong notion by some people
about Islam who see Muslims as
aterroristgroup.

He said terrorists should not be
seen as Muslims even if they
claim to be, emphasising that the
religion of Islam was brought up
on the basis of peace while
cautioning the society to avoid
tagging Muslims as terrorists.
"Technically in an Islamic
perspective, terrorism is any act
that people engage in to cause
discomfort to others. It is the use
of violence against innocent
citizens. Our religion was named
by Almighty Allah as a religion of

peace which is what we promote.
"In everything, we portray and
promote peaceful coexistence,
our greeting to people, the last
words after solat, the Muslim
names, the name of the paradise
which is our final abode and
many more all have the word
‘peace’ in them. To be frank, it is
very unnatural for anyone that
practices this religion to engage
in critical demoralising acts in the
society at large," he said.

He further clarified the
misconception of the non-
Muslims about jihad in Islam,
saying it was a fight back after
some enemies attacked Prophet
Muhammad (SAW).

His words: "We do not dispute
the fact that jihad was practised
by Prophet Muhammad (SAW)
but, it should be noted that it was

practised after preaching in
Mecca for 13 years in pain,
discomfort and agony before
moving to Medina where many
conspiracies were made against
him by the Meccans in order to
overthrow him. He only fought
back to repel the attack and to
restore human dignity.

"Allah has created mankind in the
best fashion and has also
elevated us amongst all other
creatures so, | see no reason the
world need to belittle or
demoralise us by falsely
stigmatising the Muslims as
terrorists.”

Also speaking, Dr. AbdulHameed
Sholate, the keynote speaker,
advised the Muslims to take the
advantage of the holy month to
increase their faith and pray for
the nation.
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Wetlands: Town planners advise builders

to observe 15metre setback from canals

fficials of Lagos State
Ministry of Physical
Planning Permit

Authority have advised the
residents of Ejigho to observe
the mandatory 15 metres
setback from canals and get
layout approval from the
government before building
their houses to avoid
demolition.

They gave the advice during a
stakeholders' meeting
facilitated by the Chairman of
Ejigbho LCDA, Hon.
Monsurudeen Bello (Obe)
involving the Community
Development Associations
(CDAS) in Bucknor area and
the government over the
ongoing development at the
boundary between Elemu
area of Ejigho LCDA and
Isheri (under Ikotun-lgando
LCDA).

It was noted that there is
massive development going
oninthe areawhich s hitherto
a Greenland but the layout is
not yet captured by the
authoritiesin charge.

The council boss had invited
the officials from the Ministry
of Physical Planning and eight
CDAs around Bucknor area to
address the issue of the land
layout of residents of the
community before
development is completed in
the area.

Obe disclosed that the
purpose of inviting the town
planners was to ensure every
part of the area is accessible
to residents and that the
meeting would afford the
officials to educate the
residents on how best to go
about developing their
property in the best interest of
the residents and
government.

He further said the meeting
was summoned to also afford
property owners to ask
questions and give vital
information about their
community.

"People have built in wrong
locations and even on water
channels because they do not
have a proper layout of their
land. This is because they do
not consult the government to
get approval or even make
some corrections in their
layout.

"We are concerned because
we believe that an
environment that is full of elite
must have an appropriate
layout of their roads,
investment establishments,
houses and the likes for the

safety of the community at
large."

The District Officer, Town
Planner Yusuf Ademola, who
led the Ministry officials, while
addressing the residents,
gave an illustration of labelled
green areas in Ashamu
Swamp and Divine CDA
respectively that are presently
going through development
but which a government-hired
consultant had for a long time
made a layout for when the
places were still
underdeveloped.

He said they had to visit in
order to make a more
comprehensive layout of the
area and ensure appropriate
representation of the sacred
areas and other important
places within the community
and to also educate the
people on how to regularize
their property.

"We are here to correct the
haphazard construction of
buildings within this
community because itis notin
line with the government's
order.

“In the modern city plan of
Oshodi-Isolo  which Ejigho
falls under, the swampy area
of Divine CDA was tagged as
a massive area because it is
very close to the canal but
then we discovered that some
buildings are not well
constructed. Some of the
roads are not properly laid as
some are blocked while some
are not connected properly."
In contribution, a stakeholder
from Ashamu Swamp CDA,
Engr. Hakeem Lawal
explained that engineers
around Ayanyan area had
earlier made a layout of the
place while proposing to the
town planners to make copies
of the existing layout
available.

Also speaking, a stakeholder
from De-Harmony CDA, Mr.
Samuel Okoye appealed that
the council chairman should
facilitate the visitation of the
town planners to individual
CDA rather than a joint one to
give each CDA better access
to express themselves and to

also give them the opportunity
to chat one on one with the
town planners.

Assuring stakeholders, Town
Planner Sherifat Onileere
explained that the issue of
LBIC is for the concerned

Onileere also noted that
houses around the canal
ought to have at least about
15meters of setback from the
canal to their buildings in

order not to affect the
buildings whenever
government intends doing
road expansion.

Town Planner Yusuf, while
disclosing resolutions made
from the suggestions,
informed the gathering that
the Ministry of Works would
be contacted to work on the
turning point at Elemu
junction in order to save the
community from accident
while assuring that the
ministry would take into
account the suggestions and
proposals of the residents
before making afinal layout.
